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PROBLEM ISSUESIN THE ACTIVITIES
OF THE NATIONAL POLICE BODIES

number of issues that need to be addressed both at the legidative level and at the level of the Ministry of Internal
Affairs of Ukraine, asthe central executive body.

In the current legislation and in the activities of the National Police there are many, which is why, firstly, the
Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine needs to develop and approve guidelines for organizing the activities of
patrol police units and monitoring of separate structural units (police departments) of territorial bodies of the
National Police. police of Ukraine. Also, a the legidative level, it is necessary to immediately change the
mechanism of administrative detention of a person and improve it with norms that will not violate the provisions
of the Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms. Improve the current legislation
concerning investigative units, etc.
