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CURRENT ISSUES REGARDING THE RECOGNITION, LOSS AND
DEPRIVATION OF REFUGEE STATUS OR PERSON IN NEED OF
ADDITIONAL PROTECTION

Abstract. The Constitution of Ukraine is a more important document in the development of the system of protection of
refugees' rights in the state. According to Article 26 of the Constitution of Ukraine, “foreigners and stateless persons legally
staying in Ukraine enjoy the same rights and freedoms, as well as bear the same obligations as citizens of Ukraine, except
as provided by the Constitution and laws. or international treaties of Ukraine ". Of particular importance in this context are
the legislative acts of Ukraine and international acts guaranteeing to foreigners and stateless persons who are legally
present in Ukraine, and therefore to refugees or persons in need of additional protection, equality of rights, freedoms and
responsibilities with citizens of Ukraine, freedom of movement, free choice of residence, the right to leave the territory of
Ukraine freely. The main form of providing protection to foreign citizens in Ukraine is recognition as a refugee or a person
in need of additional protection. A refugee or a person in need of subsidiary protection may not be deported or forcibly
returned to a country where his or her life or liberty is in danger on the grounds of race, religion, nationality, citizenship,
nationality or political opinion, or other reasons recognized by international treaties or international organizations to which
Ukraine is a party as those that cannot be returned to the countries of origin. authorities implementing state policy in the
field of refugees and persons in need of additional or temporary protection, with an application for recognition as a refugee
or a person in need of additional protection. Legislation of Ukraine in the field of recognition, loss and deprivation of
refugee status or a person in need of additional protection needs to be improved.
