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Nowadays, proficiency in English is extremely necessary for
everyone. English is an international language, so it is necessary to
provide professionals who speak it. Knowledge of English does not show
a person as a competent lawyer, but makes it clear that the person is
well-educated. But once again, the possibility of being employed at a
high, well-paid position is growing rapidly. A lawyer must speak
fluently and correctly, have oral and written language, because he has to
use appropriate terminology to establish the facts, persuade and explain
the meaning of any document.

The reasons for students to learn English language of professional
conjugation are:

e Improving students™ ability to write common legal text types in
English;

e Improve skills in reading and understanding judicial texts such
as legal periodicals, business legislation, legal correspondence and other
commercial law documents;

e Raise the level of understanding of spoken English when it is
used to discuss legal issues in meetings and discussions;

e Consolidate speaking skills in order to to engage more
effectively in a range of speaking situations typical for the practice of
law, such as interviews with clients, discussions with colleagues and
contract talks;

e To present students with some of the linguistic aspects of the
work of a commercial lawyer.
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Legal English is one of the forms of English used in the legal
profession. In other words, it is especially taught as a language for legal
professionals such as judges, advocates and lawyers. Legal English is not
a native language for these professionals. Learning legal terms with the
concepts of law is the only way to present yourself as a lawyer. [1]

Taking into account the professional needs of students at HEIls in
Ukraine and the requirements of the labour market, the English language
programme for professional communication recognizes, that the level of
foreign language proficiency B2 and C1 equals the independent
communicative competence for them to be able to function effectively in
the future professional environment. Under the conditions of continuous
growth of professional mobility and cooperation, opportunities are
opening up for Ukrainian professionals to join the European space of
legal profession as equal partners.

For example, at Integrites International Law Firm, without a strong
knowledge of the English language a lawyer simply cannot work,
because most of the projects are related to international law or projects
by foreign companies. [2]

A lot of books of English language of professional conjugation
suggest such methods of learning as analysis and production of
authoritative legal texts, vocabulary learning that goes further than
simply learning terminology and takes into account larger parts of the
language and studying other linguistic functions connected with law
texts.

After considering all of the above, | would like to point out that due
to the varying level of English language proficiency of the applicants, |
think it is necessary to separate the students into groups with the same
level of language proficiency and to divide the required workload. These
activities will help graduates in the future to have a good command of
foreign language skills at around the same level of language proficiency.
This will provide a better promotion of English among the young people.

To sum up, professionals with a certain skill set will always be
leaders in selecting a candidate for a particular vacancy. Formation of
speaking and writing skills is based on the need to build vocabulary
competence for speaking in the classroom, meeting skills, making a
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written word, noting and reporting on a professional and other
professional text.
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
