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PECULIARITIES OF THE COLLECTION BY THE DEFENSE PARTY OF
EVIDENCE RELATED TO THE IDENTIFICATION OF A PERSON ON
THE BASIS OF VOICE IN CRIMINAL PROCEEDINGS

Abstract. The article is devoted to the study of the activities of the defense in criminal proceedings related to the
collection of evidence related to the identification of a person by voice, in the current Criminal Procedure Code.
Attention is paid to the analysis of relevant theoretical sources, as well as the provisions of the CPC of Ukraine,
the Law "On Advocacy and Advocacy”, which regulate the rights and responsibilities of defense counsel to collect
and present evidence. Emphasis is placed on topical issues related to the initiation by the defense of the
identification of a person on the basis of voice, in order to obtain evidence in criminal proceedings.
