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Why is knowledge of the English language an important part of the
professional training of future police officers of Ukraine?

For general understanding, the origin of the Ukrainian word "police” in
the English meaning as the term "Cop" is considered synonymous with
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Ukrainian. The term originated in the United States at the beginning of the
19th century and, according to one version, comes from the word
"constable on patrol”. In Ukraine, this term appeared due to the influence
of English-speaking culture and mass media, as well as due to its use in
international contexts.

From the term itself, you can form your own opinion that police officers
should learn English, because it is an international language of
communication used in many countries of the world. English language
skills will help police officers communicate more effectively with foreign
citizens and law enforcement organizations in other countries, understand
documents and information that may be written in English. It is essential to
be able to interpret rights, explain rules, ask about the state of health in
order to provide first aid.

The educational process should also be aimed at improving and
maintaining the quality of language training through the use of various
innovative technologies. Innovative technologies include work-oriented
foreign language learning, project development, the use of
telecommunication technologies, cooperation with computer programs for
learning foreign languages, distance learning, creating PowerPoint
presentations, using Internet resources, learning a foreign language in a
computer-based environment (forums, blogs), as well as the latest testing
technologies [1].

To date, even in order to enter a postgraduate course, entrants pass an
entrance exam in a foreign language (to the extent that corresponds to level
B2 of the All-European recommendations on language education) [2].

Therefore, | believe that the English language is an important
component of the professional self-realization of policemen, since
knowledge of the language allows them to effectively perform their
professional duties and communicate with the community. Also, modern
requirements for a police officer include not only special training and
knowledge of laws, but also general communication skills, that is, the
ability to carry out professional communication. Police officers must be
able to explain, prove and help people, even if they speak different
languages.

My opinion is that at the current stage, language is one of the most
urgent and priority tasks, the implementation of which is largely facilitated
by innovative methods in the language training of cadets of higher
education institutions of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine.
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
