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INTRODUCTION OF EUROPEAN STANDARDSIN POLICE ACTIVITIES

Abstract. The article analyzes the state of implementation of European standards in police activities. Ratification
of documents on the international community and their implementation in law enforcement is a priority for the
state. Respect for human rights is a fundamental pillar that all European states adhere to. The strategy of punitive
and repressive should be completely replaced by a full partnership with the population. One of the important
standards in this direction is the decision of the European Court of Human Rights. A new approach to policing and
the creation of a model for evaluating their effectiveness, as in the European Union - PEEL evaluation (police
effectiveness, efficiency, legitimacy - police efficiency, productivity, legitimacy), provided for the creation of a
new form of policing, such as rapid response teams , which were to provide immediate faster and better response
to challenges and more systematic work with the population. However, it should be noted that among the biggest
problems today is inadequate logistics, especialy in the districts, the distribution of police resources is without
taking into account the level of crime in the region, which does not allow to properly implement the performance
appraisal model. It is determined that increasing the authority and trust of the population in the National Police is
achieved by adhering to the basic principles of the European Union, namely the effectiveness of protection of
rights and legitimate interests of citizens, prompt response to statements and messages, regularity, openness,
systematic persona and citizens, prevention of breach of official discipline, etc.
